FAMILY INTERACTION PLAN 

AGREEMENT

These are guidelines for parent(s) participating in Family Interactions:

1. All forms will be explained to you and your questions will be answered by (Name of Agency) Staff. You will need to complete and sign all required forms before Interactions can begin. 

2. A family team meeting is the best place to develop an Interaction Plan before services begin, however if that cannot occur an interim plan will be developed with you, (Name of Agency) staff and DHS staff so interactions may begin as soon as possible.  An interaction may be scheduled immediately following this meeting, unless the court has set limits that need to be followed.

3. Condition/Rules for Interactions to occur in a way that ensures everyone’s safety:

· Everyone needs to arrive on time for Interaction.

· Being with your child is important. If you need to cancel you need to do so 24 hours in advance – frequent missed interactions will be assessed, as needed, by the DHS case worker, (Name of Agency) staff and the family team to determine if the interaction plan needs to be changed. 

· If it has been decided that the parents or guardians should not have contact during the interaction, everyone must agree to remain separate, both physically and visually, prior to the start of the Interaction and at the end of the Interaction. This includes no harassing or following another party, making any threats or actions of violence, bringing any weapons of any kind, or actions to break a court order.

· You agree to get prior approval before bringing any additional individual(s) to the Interaction.  Approvals need to be given by DHS case manager and/or Family Team.

· Parents need to be able to provide for the needs of their children during interactions. This means you are responsible for keeping your children safe at all times. You will need to provide for the children’s needs, this means food/clothing/activities, etc. Safety of the child (ren) will also be assessed at all times by the interaction monitor. If necessary the Interaction time or location may be altered as needed to insure the safety of all.

· You agree not to bring any drug paraphernalia, illicit substances, or alcohol to the interactions.

· The use of physical discipline or threats to use physical discipline on a child during an interaction is not appropriate and will be addressed by the interaction monitor. The use of physical discipline or threats may result in the interaction ending.  

· Negative comments about another parent, family members, partners, DHS workers, or (Name of Agency) staff will not be made during interactions.

· Children will not be asked to exchange any documentation/information between parent(s) or guardians.

· Photographs, videos, or voice recordings during interactions need to be discussed with the interaction monitor before they are allowed.

· All parents need to agree to follow any special conditions in the court order or determined by the caseworker.
