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RE:  Notice of Medicaid Per Diem Payment Rate for 07/01/05

Dear Administrator:

Based upon a review of your Financial and Statistical Report, your facility’s per diem rate worksheet for the quarter beginning 07/01/05, calculated in accordance with 441 IAC 81.6 is attached. However, at this time you will continue to be paid at your 04/01/05 rate until the State Plan Amendment to implement the 7/1/05 rate changes has been approved by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS). The informational release is available at http://www.ime.state.ia.us/Providers/Bulletins.html.

Upon notification from CMS that the State Plan Amendment has been approved, your 07/01/05 rate will be entered into the claims MMIS and a mass adjustment will be completed to re-price claims already submitted with dates of service on or after 7/1/05.  At that time, your remittance will include an adjustment to make your rate change retroactive to 7/1/05.

This rate notification is being provided to you so you may begin making any necessary arrangements if the mass adjustment will result in an overpayment to be owed to the state. DHS is currently reviewing possible options that will be available to providers who may experience a financial hardship due to the overpayment. 

HF 825 Compliance

The July 1, 2005 rates have been rebased pursuant to current law.  House File 825, 2005 Iowa Acts, included the following changes to the calculation of the July 1, 2005 nursing facility rates:

1.  The Excess Payment Allowances for Direct and Non-Direct Care were eliminated. 

2.  An inflation adjustment of no less than 0% is applied to the rebase calculation.  Total nursing facility expenditures are capped in HF 825.  Thus, the amount of the inflation adjustment is dependent upon the cost of the rebase in comparison to the cap.

When the rates were rebased according to the cost reports submitted, estimated expenditures exceeded the expenditure cap in HF 825.  Therefore, no inflation adjustment can be applied under the law.  In addition, since the expenditures will exceed the budgeted cap, DHS will request a supplemental appropriation from the Governor and Legislature for the FY 2006 budget.   

If you do not agree with this notice, you have the right to request an appeal hearing. Your request for an appeal hearing shall be in writing and delivered or mailed to the Department of Human Services, Appeals Section, Hoover State Office Building, 5th Floor, 1305 E. Walnut St., Des Moines, IA  50319-0114. Your request for an appeal must be received by DHS within 30 days from the postmark date of this notice. Failure to timely request such an appeal may adversely affect your rights on any related judicial review proceeding.
