First Amendment to the Contract

This First Amendment to the Contract (the “Amendment”) is made pursuant to Section 19.6 of the Contract for Iowa Medicaid Enterprise Provider Services (the “Contract”) between the State of Iowa, Department of Human Services (the “Department” or “DHS”) and Policy Studies, Inc. (the “Contractor”) effective as of July 1, 2004 This Amendment is effective as of November 1, 2005 and will remain coterminous with the Contract.  The Amendment modifies, to the extent specified below, the terms and conditions of the Contract:

Section 4.1 of the Contract is hereby added to read as follows:

Section 4.1
Additional Full Time Equivalents

Contractor shall provide staff sufficient to cover the Iowa Medicaid Enterprise (“IME”) reception area beginning 15 minutes prior to the start of the regular IME work hours of 8:00 AM through 4:30 PM each business day.  See Contractor responsibilities and performance measures in Attachment 5.

Contractor shall provide staff to perform provider services duties associated with checks issued to Medicaid providers by the IME.  See Contractor responsibilities and performance measures in Attachment 5.

2.
Section 6.1.1 of the Contract is hereby added to read as follows:

Section 6.1.1
Payment for Additional Full Time Equivalents

Payment shall be made in addition to the fixed rates set forth in 6.1 for the services performed by the additional full time equivalents set forth in Section 4.1 above.  These additional fixed rates shall be invoiced monthly in equal payments and are set forth in Attachment 6.

Ratification

Except as expressly amended and supplemented herein, the Contract shall remain in full force and effect, and the parties hereby ratify and confirm the terms and conditions thereof.
