First Amendment to the Contract

This first amendment to the Contract (the “Amendment”) is made pursuant to Section 19.6 of the Contract for Iowa Medicaid Enterprise Medicaid Claims Payment Support Services (the “Contract”) between the State of Iowa, Department of Human Services (the “Department” or “DHS”) and Noridian Administrative Services, LLC  (the “Contractor”) effective as of March 22, 2005.  This Amendment is effective as of the date last signed below and will remain coterminous with the Contract.  The Amendment modifies, to the extent specified below, the terms and conditions of the Contract:

1.
Section 4 of the Contract (Scope of Work) is amended by the inclusion of the following:

The Iowa Medicaid Enterprise has requested an additional three percent payment be applied to provider’s claims for the months of July 2006 through February 2007 to be paid during the month of March 2007.   Adjustments to providers claims for this period will be paid, in addition to regular weekly provider payments, resulting in a significant increase in workload and material costs during these payment cycles.

2.
Section 5 of the Contract is hereby amended to read as follows:

In addition to the payment terms set forth in the Contract, Contractor shall be paid a fixed cost based on a combination of the estimated volumes provided by IME Core staff and based on the actual workload and material costs of the 2006 special three percent payment.  The Contractor’s costs for supporting the special three percent payments project is $54,330.

3.
Ratification

Except as expressly amended and supplemented herein, the Contract shall remain in full force and effect, and the parties hereby ratify and confirm the terms and conditions thereof.

Each party to this Amendment represents and warrants to the other that:

It has the right, power, and authority to enter into and perform its obligations under this Amendment.

It has taken all requisite actions (corporate, statutory, or otherwise) to approve execution, delivery and performance of this Amendment, and this Amendment constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation upon itself in accordance with its terms.

This amendment is subject to and contingent upon CMS approval.
