I appreciate your working with me to complete the spot check. Here is the website to check out pac’n’plays that have been recalled to ensure you do not have one that is unsafe-.http://www.cpsc.gov/
Here is the department’s site for training information.  This site has approved trainings listed.http://www.dhs.iowa.gov/Consumers/Child_Care/Professional_Development.html
When you read this letter it may seem a bit overwhelming. I would suggest you sit down, take a deep breath and remember you have 30 days to get these into compliance.

As promised I am writing to let you know the areas we identified that you are out of compliance that need correcting. I have enclosed a copy of the spot check evaluation and have highlighted the areas you need to correct. The list below identifies the steps you need to take to get in compliance by November 19, 2012:
We identified the following areas as out of compliance per Code of Iowa Chapter 237A and 441 IAC Chapter 110 during the spot check on October 15, 2012:
· 110.5(1) - Conditions in the home are safe, sanitary and free of hazards.

During your compliance inspection you were found to be out of compliance on a number of items on this checklist. Items that needs correcting right away is either getting a soft landing surface under the pay equipment in the back yard or removing the equipment. You agreed not to allow children to use the equipment until it is removed.
Correct the areas identified as out of compliance in the spot check. 

· b- All medicines and poisonous, toxic or otherwise unsafe materials are secured from access by a child.
d- Medicines are inaccessible to a child.

During your compliance inspection you were found to be out of compliance due to having medicine in a cabinet that was accessible to a child who would climb up on the counter.

After discussing this you already had a plan to move the medicines to an area that was not accessible to a child
· h- A safe outdoor play area is maintained in good condition throughout the year.
During your compliance inspection you were found to be out of compliance as I observed you do not have a soft landing surface under the equipment in the backyard play area.
You agreed not to use the play equipment until the equipment has been removed.
· q- All dogs and cats have annual examinations. Records if the exams are on file and must verify that routine immunizations are current and animal are free of endo and ecto parasites.
During your compliance inspection you were found to be out of compliance as you did not documentation your pet is free of endo and ecto parasites.

Get a letter from your veterinarian stating your pet is free of endo and ecto parasites.
· 110.5 (3) Activity program
e- All play equipment and materials are in a safe condition, for both indoor and outdoor activities.

During your compliance inspection you were found to be out of compliance as you do not have a soft landing surface under the play equipment in the back yard play area.

You informed me in our meeting October 15, 2012 your plan to bring this into compliance was to remove the equipment from the back yard. You agreed to not allow the children to use the play equipment.
I observed you providing careful supervision of the children and was impressed with how attentive you were to their needs. 

Please send me verification in writing these items have been corrected and brought into compliance no later than November 19, 1012.

If these areas are not corrected and brought into compliance by that date it could be reason for revocation of your child care registration. If you need further assistance or have questions please give me a call.
