Summary of Complaint:
On 10/28/14, this consultant received a phone message that children in the infant room were sometimes being placed on then
stomachs to sleep in the cribs.

Licensing Rules Relevant to the Complaint:
109.12(5)e Children under age 1 placed on backs when sleeping (unless otherwise authorized by parent or physician)

Inspection Findings:

An unannounced visit was made to the center on 10/29/14. The infant room was observed. There were two staff members working
in the infant room at the time of the visit. Both staff stated they always put infants on their backs to sleep. Staff stated that some
children can roll onto their sides or stomachs while napping. No children were napping at the time of the visit which was roughly
9:45am. Both staff members were engaged with the children who were all in various stages of free-choice play/tummy time on the
floor. Some children who were having tummy time were observed rolling over onto their backs or onto their sides, or all the way
over.

Per licensing regulations, children under age one should be placed on their backs to sleep unless otherwise noted by the child's
parents and physician. It is noted that if a child can roll onto their side and/or back, staff do not have to re-position the child to their
back.
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Special Notes and Action Required:

All staff interviewed appear to be aware that children should initially be placed on their backs to sleep Swaddling was also
discussed. Children typically should not be swaddled after four weeks of age (the center typically enrolls at six weeks of age)
unless authorized by a parent and the child's physician.
