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Dear Child Care Provider,

This letter is in regards to the 4/8/2014 compliance check of your Level B, Registered Child Development Home.  Iowa Code Chapter 237A and 441 Iowa Administrative Code, Chapter 110, describes specific requirements that must be met by a Registered Child Development Home.  The following areas were out of compliance at the time of my visit:


|_|110.5(1) Conditions in the home are safe, sanitary, and free of hazards.

|_|110.5(1)a  Numbers for police, fire, ambulance, poison information posted by phone.

|_|110.5(1)a  Numbers for each child’s parent, physician, and a responsible person are accessible by the phone.

|_|110.5(1)e All accessible electrical outlets are safely capped.

|_|110.5(1)f Combustible materials are kept away from furnaces, stoves, gas dryers, or water heaters.

|_|110.5(1)j Emergency and disaster plans for fire and tornado are written and posted by primary and secondary exits.

|_|110.5(1)j The plans shall clearly map building evacuation routes in case of fire, a safe place indoors in case of tornado, and flood shelter areas.

|_|110.5(1)m Has not less than one 2A 10BC rated fire extinguisher in a visible and readily accessible place on each child-occupied floor.  Need one for upstairs also.

|_|110.5(1)n Has a minimum of one single-station, battery-operated, UL-approved smoke detector in each child-occupied room and at the top of every stairway. Need one upstairs and in all rooms used by day care children.

|_|110.5(1)o Nonsmoking signs posted at every entrance of the home and in every vehicle used to transport children.  Signs include telephone # for reporting complaints, and www.iowasmokefreeair.gov.

110.5(2) A provider file is maintained and contains:

|_|110.5(2)a A physician’s signed statement of health and immunization status on the provider and all members of the household who may be present when children are in the home.  Statements must be obtained at the time of initial registration and updated every two years.

110.5(8) Children’s Files

110.5(8) An individual file is maintained for each child and updated annually or when there are changes.  Each file contains:

|_|110.5(8)d For infants and preschoolers: An admission physical examination, on the first day of attendance, including past health history, status of present health, allergies and restrictive conditions, and recommendations for continued care when necessary.  The date of the exam is not more than 12 months before the child’s first day of attendance.

|_|110.5(8)d For school-aged children: On the first day of attendance, a statement of health status signed by the parent or legal guardian.  This is only when/if you provide care to school aged children.

|_|110.5(8)e For infants and preschoolers: A statement of health signed by a physician submitted annually.

|_|110.5(8)e For school aged children: An annual statement of health condition signed by the parent or legal guardian, annually from date of admission physical.  This is only when/if you provide care to school aged children.

|_|110.5(8)h For each school-age child, record of a physical exam completed at the time of school enrollment or since.  This is only when/if you provide care to school aged children.

|_|110.5(8)i Written permission from the parent(s) for their child to attend activities away from the child development home.  It must include times of arrival and departure, destination, and person(s) responsible for the child.

|_|110.10(3)c All exits terminate at grade level with permanent steps.  You need to secure inside steps to make them sturdy and you need to put steps outside so children can safely exit the window well area.

|_|110.10(3)c If the second story or basement are used for childcare, other than the use of a restroom, there is, in addition to one inside stairway, at least one direct exit to the outside.  

|_|110.10(3)c The bottom of the window opening is not more than 44 inches above the floor with permanent steps inside leading up to the window.  You will need to secure steps so they are stable when used by children or attach to a wall.

Non-compliance with any of the mandated regulatory requirements listed above may lead to the cancellation or revocation of your Child Development Home Registration.  Please take whatever steps are necessary to completely address each of the violations noted above.  It is essential you correct all above-mentioned violations within the next 45 days.  

|X|Based on the items out of compliance listed above, a recheck or follow up visit to your home is not necessary.  However, it is essential you provide documentation to the Department that certifies you have corrected each of the identified regulatory mandates.
Please check mark each of the boxes listed above when the necessary corrections have been completed.  By doing so, you certify that you have completed all of the mandated regulatory requirements contained within each identified section.
