FY 2006 Fee Increase

This Informational Letter replaces All Provider Informational Release No. 05-434 dated July 1, 2005.  

The Iowa Medicaid Enterprise (IME) is implementing an increase for PMIC Per Diem rates.  The maximum allowable PMIC Per Diem will increase from $147.20 to $156.03 effective for dates of service July 1, 2005, and after.

The increase is contingent on the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) approval of a State Plan Amendment (SPA).  The reimbursement rate cannot be increased until the IME receives approval of the SPA from CMS.

· When the SPA is approved by CMS, the IME will update the MMIS Claims Processing System with the increased Per Diem amounts

· Paid claims with dates of service on or after July 1, 2005 will be retroactively adjusted to reflect the increases (i.e., no action is needed by providers).

This fall the IME will be offering group provider training workshops covering billing and Medicaid policy.  Look for a future mailing inviting you to the training workshops.
