Informational Letter Number 498, dated May 30, 2006, notified all providers of a change in address for sending checks to the IME. This notice addressed the circumstances under which a provider would need to use the new address - due to overpayments made to the provider or refund payments as a result of another insurer’s payments (third-party insurance reimbursement).
