Mass Credit for Medicare Crossover Claims

On July 1, 2006, the national Coordination of Benefits Contractor (COBC) began combining all Part A and B Medicare claims for providers and translating the information into a HIPAA compliant format for transmission to respective payers like the Iowa Medicaid Enterprise (IME).   

Informational Release 562 dated December 19, 2006 stated that the IME would perform a mass credit to take back all the claims that paid in error.  The mass credits are to correct claims that were paid in error by the IME when there was another insurance that was primary after Medicare.  If your office has previously submitted credits to correct a claim, those claims will not be credited again.  

The IME will issue the first of six mass credits beginning with the March 12, 2007 Remittance Advice (RA).  The March 12th RA will have mass credits for cross over claims paid incorrectly in July and August 2006.  The IME will initiate mass credits each week to correspond to the month of crossover claim payments.
