HCBS Revised and Expanded Procedure Codes for Home Delivered Meals and Respite-Camp
EFFECTIVE DATE:  May 1, 2007

Effective May 1, 2007, the billing procedure codes for Home Delivered Meals (W1259 and W1030) and Respite Camp (W2510) are expiring.  

· Currently, multiple types of home delivered meals (morning, noon, evening, liquid supplement) and camp respite services (overnight, day, teen, specialized) are available to consumers accessing the various Home and Community Based Services waivers.

· A revised and expanded list of procedure codes for these two types of services will be available for use in service plan development and billings will begin May 1, 2007.  
· The procedure codes listed below may be used as of May 1, 2007 for all additions and changes to home delivered meals and respite services in the individualized service plans for waiver consumers.  
· The expiring procedure codes will continue to be paid by IME until the end of the current service plan, but they cannot be added to any service plans after April 30, 2007.  
· Any expiring procedure codes that are not changed in the service plans by April 30, 2008 will not pay.  
· Home delivered meals continue to be limited to 14 total meals of all types per week or 62 per month.

The Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS) and Individualized Services Information System (ISIS) is updated to reflect the new procedure codes for those providers currently enrolled as Home Delivered Meals and/or Respite-Camp providers.  No new enrollment is required for providers currently enrolled as HCBS Home Delivered Meals and/or Respite-Camp providers.  

In order to bill for the new procedure codes, the provider must:

· Notify the consumer’s case manager or service worker to update the service plan in ISIS and authorize the change.  

· Until the consumer’s service plan is updated, the expiring procedure code will be paid up to 4/30/08 if ordered in the plan prior to 5/1/07.  

EXPIRATION These procedure codes will end 4/30/07 for changes or additions to service plan.
