Nonfederal Share of Remedial Services Funding

During the provider training sessions for Remedial Services held in September 2006, information was included that indicated that for adult consumers receiving Remedial Services, each individual’s county of legal settlement would be responsible for reimbursing the state for the nonfederal share of the cost of services.  

Since the effective date of the RSP program, the non-federal share of the adult services has been the responsibility of the Medicaid program.  During the recent legislative session, legislation was proposed in order to enact the transfer of the responsibility to the county of legal settlement. However, that language was not adopted by the General Assembly, and as a result, counties will not be required to fund the nonfederal share of the adult RSP services.  

Remedial Service Providers do NOT need to make any adjustments to their claims because of this. Please continue to bill Medicaid for Remedial Services using your normal process.
